The overall objective of BOAPA is to foster children’s talent development and 

capacity building by promoting the preservation and innovation of traditional 

practices to protect ASEAN’s cultural heritage for future generations, in line with 
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the values of Malaysia MADANI which emphasise sustainability, inclusivity and 

shared prosperity within the region.
